Including discoverer, year, and place and also the origin and meaning of the element’s name.

· Properties of the element 
Such as natural state, melting/boiling point, reactivity, solubility…

· Sources of the element on earth 
Such as minerals, places it is found, % abundance…

· Reactions used to produce the element 
Batch chemical processes, other chemicals involved in the process…
· Compounds made with the element (at least 2) 
· Applications of the element (at least 2)
For your presentation:
At least 6 PowerPoint slides covering the above topics.
An oral presentation that runs a maximum of 8 minutes.
All members of the group must explain at least one slide
